TROOP 46 UNIFORM GUIDANCE
1.  Class A Uniform:

Scout shirt, scout pants/shorts, neckerchief, slide, sash, scout socks.  This uniform is worn during formal occasions (e.g., Court of Honor, Review Boards, or special occasions).  Special occasions will be announced by the Troop 46 staff. 

2.  Class B Uniform:

Scout shirt, scout pants/shorts, scout socks.  This uniform, unless otherwise changed by the Troop 46 Scoutmaster or changed according to the season as reflected in 3a below, is worn during routine meetings and outings. 
3.  Dates of uniform change:

a.  Last day of school year:  Scouts change from the Class B uniform to the summer uniform.  The summer uniform during routine, non-formal (e.g., Court of Honor, ceremonies, review boards, or other prescribed occasions) consists of the Troop 46 T-shirt and shorts (athletic or otherwise). 
b. Last Court of Honor before the start of the school year:  Scouts change from the summer uniform reflected in 3a above to the Class B uniform reflected in 2 above.
4.  Boy Scouts of America Insurance/uniform policy:  To ensure that scouts are covered with accidental insurance via the Boy Scouts of America insurance policy, scouts are to wear a scout uniform when traveling to and from outings.  It is Troop 46 guidance that scouts will wear a uniform when traveling; scouts can be turned away if not wearing the uniform. The uniform will typically be the Class B uniform or the Troop 46 T-shirt and shorts. Your troop or patrol leader will let you know which one to wear for a particular trip.
